The Property
A charming three bedroom character home set within an attractive plot of
approximately 0.15 acres, this delightful property occupies an idyllic
position and enjoys a spectacular south west facing garden with direct
frontage onto the River Avon, offering uninterrupted views across open
meadowland. Combining exceptional lifestyle appeal with tremendous
income potential, it presents a rare opportunity as a holiday let, weekend
retreat, or riverside investment.

A welcoming entrance porch leads into a central hallway with characterful
flagstone flooring. The principal living space is a generous, dual-aspect
sitting/dining room, beautifully arranged to take full advantage of the
setting, with aluminium bifold doors opening onto the rear terrace and
framing the river and gardens beyond. A feature woodburning stove
provides a cosy focal point, enhancing the room’s appeal year-round.

The kitchen is thoughtfully designed with a range of base units, space for
a range-style cooker, a slim breakfast bar, and a walk-in pantry,
complemented by a separate utility room and cloakroom.

To the front of the house, a snug offers a cosy and versatile second reception
space, complete with a charming cast iron fireplace ideal as a home office
or additional guest accommodation, further supporting the property’s
income potential.

Upstairs, the property offers three well-proportioned bedrooms, all
currently accommodating king-size beds. The rear bedroom is particularly
appealing, enjoying attractive views over the garden and river. The family
bathroom is stylishly designed, featuring a freestanding bath alongside a
separate shower.

A staircase rises to a spacious attic room, currently arranged as a home
office, offering excellent scope for conversion (subject to the necessary
consents), presenting further opportunity to enhance both living space and
potential returns.

The Local Area
Located on the edge of the Avon Valley, offering attractive
countryside surroundings and excellent access to a wide range of
local amenities. From the house, you are within easy walking distance
of the traditional public houses, The New Queen Inn. The medieval
town of Christchurch is just over four miles away and provides a
comprehensive range of independent shops, boutiques and
restaurants, together with a picturesque natural harbour. The town
offers excellent leisure facilities including two sailing clubs, a rowing
club and beautiful sandy beaches. There are excellent schools nearby,
both state and private, making the area ideal for families. The market
town of Ringwood is located 4.5 miles to the north and offers an
excellent range of independent and well-known shops, cafés and
supermarkets. Beyond Ringwood lies the New Forest National Park,
with over 140,000 acres of unspoilt heathland and woodland,
providing opportunities for walking, cycling and horse riding. The
A31 provides rapid access to the M27 for Southampton and the M3
to London. Bournemouth International Airport is approximately 15
minutes’ drive away, with Southampton Airport also easily
accessible, both offering flights to a wide range of European
destinations. Christchurch Railway Station is just 10 minutes away,
providing convenient rail connections.

From the main roundabout in Ringwood, exit onto Mansfield Road
and continue straight over the next three roundabouts. Continue
along Christchurch Road towards Kingston and on to Christchurch
for approximately 3.5 miles. After some bends, you will come to
the property on your right-hand side, indicated by our for sale
board.

Externally, the property is approached via a five-bar gate leading
to a shingle driveway, offering ample additional parking, along with
a garage and workshop. The rear garden is a true highlight,
beautifully landscaped with a paved terrace beneath a pergola, areas
of lawn, mature planting, and a substantial greenhouse. Enjoying
sun throughout the day, the garden gently extends down to the
riverbank, creating a peaceful and highly desirable setting.
