Rich in period features and offering surprisingly
generous accommodation, this lovely home comes with a spacious family garden, useful outbuildings, a detached tandem garage, and its own indoor swimming pool room — an exciting project
for the next owners.

Inside, the cottage is full of character: exposed ceiling beams, feature stonework, and interestingly shaped rooms throughout. The sitting room stands out with its striking inglenook fireplace, log-
burning stove, original bread oven and the quirky detail of a former stone staircase now forming a decorative niche.

The ground floor includes a dining room, utility room, newly fitted shower room and a bespoke ‘L'-shaped kitchen/breakfast room opening into a conservatory. Upstairs are five bedrooms and a
family bathroom. Modern comforts include oil-fired central heating and double glazing. Outside, a beautifully kept walled garden enjoys a sunny southerly aspect with colourful borders and a full-
width paved terrace, ideal for entertaining.

The large brick-paved driveway offers ample parking and leads to the detached garage. Additional block-built outbuildings provide useful storage or potting space. At the far end of the garden, the
multi-functional room awaits refurbishment to restore its full potential to a room that would suit your needs.

Conveniently placed for the M5 and close to Bridgwater and Street, Woolavington combines village charm with easy access to local amenities, Somerset countryside and the north Somerset coast.
