Inside the property you will find a well maintained
home which offers a good size lounge with wood flooring and neutral decor. From here there is a separate kitchen with white units and
contrasting tops. Stairs then lead up to the first floor where you will find a good size double bedroom with fitted wardrobes and a refitted white
bathroom. This superb starter home is situated at the end of a popular North Yate cul-de-sac and is one of just two 'one bed' houses that are
located side by side. To the front there is off street parking for one car whilst to the side there is a path that leads to its own private enclosed
garden. There is also a lovely outlook over the green opposite and a short stroll takes you across the green to the local shop, take away, public
house, dentist, doctor and children's play area. The garden is easy to maintain and has a small lawn and flower bed surrounds plus is fully
enclosed, secure and private.

Situation
The town of Yate is located approximately 5.8 miles from the M4 Junction 18 and 11.3 miles from the centre of Bristol, so excellent for
commuting. It has a train station with main line connections to Bristol Parkway and Temple Meads, a refurbished leisure centre, retail park,
restaurants and a large shopping centre which caters for all needs. From Yate there is easy access to the nearby market town of Chipping
Sodbury with its historic High Street dating back to the 12th Century. Chipping Sodbury offers a wide and eclectic range of shops and
businesses plus a Waitrose store which is found in the centre of the town. There is a selection of both Primary and Secondary Schooling in the
Yate area of good reputation plus there are the open green spaces on Westerleigh Common. Chipping Sodbury also offers country walks on its
own common which neighbours the golf course, rugby, tennis and cricket club.
