DESCRIPTION

This three bedroom semi detached house is set in the 

popular village of Longbridge Deverill.

There 

are three bedrooms on the first floor and a family 

bathroom. Outside there is plenty of parking and the 

beautiful rear garden backs onto open fields. In brief the 

accommodation comprises: entrance with the stairs 

leading to the first floor, a door leads into the Lounge with 

a wood burning stove , a door then leads into the 

Kitchen/Family room fitted with a range of units, there is 

space for a cooker , a fridge/freezer, dishwasher and 

washing machine. This room is a great entertaining room 

and has French doors leading into the back garden. A 

door leads into bedroom four which has its own 

bathroom. Leading upstairs there are three bedrooms 

and a family bathroom.

At the front of the property there is plenty of parking . The 

rear garden is a particular feature and boasts a good 

sized private garden. It is full of established trees , hedging 

and shrubs and backs onto open fields with views across 

open farmland. There is a patio with pergola

over , a greenhouse and the garden is mainly laid to lawn.
