We are delighted to offer this sizeable family home, ideally located in the heart of Baldock just moments from
the train station and High Street.

Upon entry, you are welcomed by a bright and spacious entrance hall with room for coats and shoes. To the
left is a useful cloakroom and staircase rising to the first floor. To the right are two versatile reception rooms,
one featuring a log burner and exposed brick chimney breast ideal for use as a snug, study, playroom or
games room.

To the rear of the property is an impressive L-shaped open-plan kitchen/dining/living space, forming the heart
of the home. This fantastic area benefits from bi-fold doors opening onto the garden and a skylight flooding
the space with natural light. The kitchen is well-equipped with a range-style cooker, ample work surfaces,
rustic-style wall and base units, and a central island.

Upstairs, the property offers four double bedrooms. The principal suite is particularly generous and benefits
from its own spacious en-suite shower room with walk-in shower, WC and wash hand basin. The remaining
bedrooms are served by a well-appointed family bathroom featuring a full-sized bath with shower over, WC
and hand wash basin.

Externally, the property continues to impress with a generous rear garden, mainly laid to lawn, with a raised
patio area directly off the bi-fold doors and a separate decking area at the rear perfect for enjoying the sun
throughout the day. Mature planted borders and a timber shed complete the garden. To the front, a covered
carport provides off-road parking, with additional permit parking available on the road.

Early viewing is highly recommended, as properties of this size and location are rarely available.

Location 

Baldock is a historic market town located within Hertfordshire County which benefits from having a main line
railway station with connecting links to London and Cambridge. The town centre has lots to offer with local
amenities such as high street shops, popular public houses, restaurants, local butchers, and cafes. Baldock is
very popular for commuters as it is directly situated on the A1 and has good links onto the A505 and A10. This
property is well located within Baldock being a very short walking distance away from the sought after Knights
Templar Secondary School.
