The property benefits from the remainder of the current 

NHBC guarantee, a Backhouse fittings and fixtures 

warranty to the end of July 2025 and offering light and airy 

accommodation over two floors with an attached single 

garage, driveway parking and gardens to the front and 

rear. In brief the accommodation comprises an entrance 

hall with a large storage cupboard, staircase rising to the 

first floor and a cloakroom leading off, sitting room, a 

superb kitchen/dining/family room which is located to the 

rear of the property enjoying bi-fold doors out onto the 

paved seating area and a range of fitted wall and base 

units with quartz worktops over, central island with quartz 

worktop and sides with wine fridge, integrated appliances 

and a door into the good size utility room with granite 

worktops over. To the first floor there is a good size landing 

with large storage cupboard, main bedroom with built in 

wardrobes and an en-suite shower room, three further 

double bedrooms and a spacious family bathroom with 

separate shower cubicle. Internal viewing comes highly 

recommended.

OUTSIDE

To the front of the property there is a block paved 

driveway providing parking for several vehicles and in turn 

leads to the attached single garage with an electric car 

charging point to the front. There is a small area of lawn to 

the front of the property with hedging and a path leading 

to the covered porch and front entrance. The gardens to 

the rear are encompassed by fencing and hedging with a 

paved seating area, lawned garden and a door to the 

rear of the garage.
