The Property

Dining Room

From the dining area, double glazed doors lead into a charming
sitting room complete with a feature open fireplace and bespoke
storage built around the chimney breast. A window to the front aspect
enhances the bright and inviting feel of the space. A further door
leads back towards the front entrance, where a smaller inner hall
gives access to a convenient ground floor shower room fitted with a
shower, wash hand basin and WC

Kitchen

Continuing along the main hallway, the well-appointed kitchen
overlooks the rear garden through a large window. Fitted with sleek
black granite work surfaces, the kitchen offers an abundance of wall
and base units with cupboards and drawers beneath. Integrated
appliances include a fridge, freezer, dishwasher, oven, microwave
and electric hob, while a stainless steel sink completes this practical
and stylish space.

Leading off the kitchen is a predominantly tiled utility room, fitted with
an additional sink, plumbing for a washing machine and tumble dryer,
also houses the property's two boilers.

To The First Floor

To the first floor, the home continues to impress with five well-
proportioned bedrooms. The principal bedroom benefits from its own
en suite shower room with WC and wash hand basin set within a
vanity cupboard, as well as an airing cupboard and hot water tank.
Bedroom two overlooks the garden, while bedroom three is a
generous double also enjoying rear views. Bedroom four is a further
double room with fitted wardrobe, and an additional double bedroom
also overlooks the garden, providing flexible accommodation for
family, guests or home working.

A fully tiled family bathroom serves the remaining bedrooms and is
fitted with both a bath and separate shower, along with a wash hand
basin and WC.

To The Outside

Externally, the property enjoys a good-sized enclosed rear garden
filled with a variety of established bushes and shrubs, creating a
private and tranquil setting. Gates at the rear provide direct access
into the adjoining woodland, perfect for walks and outdoor enjoyment.

To the front, a driveway offers off-road parking for a couple of vehicles
and leads to a double garage, providing excellent storage or further
parking options.
