The garden incorporates a raised decked seating area, a
lawned area with paved patio leading down to the far end of the garden where there
is a large timber storage shed with power, two greenhouses with power and a
vegetable plot. The garden itself is stocked with many attractive plants and shrubs.
Located at one side of the property there is a garden store, additional timber shed and
side gate leading to the side driveway

. The front garden and driveway have been recently landscaped, with a lawned area,
gravelled area and a driveway providing generous off-road parking and space for the
storage of a boat caravan or motorhome

. Further benefits include double glazing, UPVC facias and soffits and a gas-fired heating
system
