This popular restaurant and bar has been run by the current owners for the past 6 years and
over this �me they have tastefully extended and refurbished the property to create a
comfortable place for clientele to visit. The Brucklay Arms is a favoured retreat with locals and
visitors alike, genera�ng great reviews on TripAdvisor and much repeat custom. This allows
the business to maintain a generous turnover from wet and dry sales throughout the year, with
the average split of 35%wet to 65% food. 
The easily managed business is run by a professional couple with the assistance of a variety of
part-�me and full-�me staff. Benefi�ng from a license running from 11am to 1am, the public bar
is open Monday to Thursday 4pm-11pm, Friday 4pm-1am, Saturday 11am-1pm and Sunday
12noon-11pm. The bar is popular with locals who can enjoy a cool drink while playing a game of
pool or watching spor�ng events on the flat screen TV’s. The Brucklay Arms plays host to a pool
team as well as the New Deer Football team who regularly stop by for post-match food and
drink. At the present, the 70 cover restaurant operates from 5pm-8pm Tuesday to Friday and,
12noon-8:30pm Saturday and Sunday. There is great poten�al for the restaurant to open during
the day on week days to offer lunch�me op�ons. The 70 cover restaurant has a menu with
variety in it and gluten free op�ons. The business hosts a variety of func�on evenings including
poker nights and themed buffet nights, all of which prove a great success. Extension to the rear
of the property could increase capacity and allow for 100 covers.  
On the upper level of the property is a 2-bedroom flat.

The Property

The property has been well maintained and presented throughout having been extended and
refurbished to a high standard while retaining some original features. Set all on one floor with
a two bedroom flat above the property is offered in true walk in condi�on ready for a smooth
hand over and the immediate commencement of trade by perspec�ve buyers.

The Brucklay Arms is located on the main street on New Deer, a rural village 25 miles North of
Aberdeen. The a�rac�ve village maintains much of its historical charm while incorpora�ng
ameni�es such as 2 grocery stores, a doctor’s surgery, pharmacy, post office, vet surgery and
hairdressers. The village itself has 2 pubs and a legion, the Brucklay Arms benefi�ng greatly
from lack of compe��on. The Brucklay Arms is the only restaurant in town, meaning that any
new owners will benefit from monopoly trading. Primary educa�on is carried out at New Deer
Primary School with secondary educa�on located 8 miles away at Mintlaw Academy. The
village benefits from great passing trade from those following the famous Whiskey Trail.  

Further ameni�es can be found in surrounding towns and villages including Turrif (12 miles
West) and Ellon (15 miles South). Strong bus links makes it easy to get around the
Aberdeenshire area. The City of Aberdeen provides greater ameni�es including schooling,
universi�es, sports and recrea�onal ac�vi�es, hospitals and much more. There are excellent bus
and rail links other Sco�sh des�na�ons and beyond, as well as an airport opera�ng daily
domes�c and interna�onal flights.
