DESCRIPTION

Double wooden gates accessed via Great Ostry car park
opens into a walled courtyard which is gravelled to provide
an enclosed seating area of off road parking.

A door from the courtyard leads into the property and
directly into the sitting/dining room. A generous dual-
aspect reception room, the sitting room then has two
openings, one into the kitchen and another with staircase
rising to the first floor. The kitchen is newly fitted with a
modern range of matching units and worksurfaces
incorporating a single drainer sink unit, oven, gas hob,
canopy, plumbing for washing machine and space for free
standing fridge / freezer. The boiler for the gas- heating is
also located in the kitchen.

On the first floor there is a central landing with doors to all
rooms. The Master bedroom is a particularly well-
proportioned room with excellent head height and
incorporates windows to each side, including a decorative
stained glass window. Adjoining, there is an fitted ensuite
shower room with shower cubicle, low level wc and wash
hand basin. Across the landing, there are two further
bedrooms and a family shower room, newly fitted with a
twin walk in shower cubicle, pedestal wash hand basin and
low level wc.
