The home is accessed down a small pedestrian path and faces 

the small brook. The area in front of the home is laid with stone 

and offers potential to landscape as desired or sit out along the 

water and watch the ducks go by.  

As you step through the front door, you are greeted by two 

elegant reception rooms, one with a feature log burner and 

exquisite period detailing, perfect for cosy evenings or 

entertaining guests. A central hallway leads to a generous 

kitchen and dining area, complemented by a practical storage 

room and a separate downstairs WC. French doors from the 

dining area open onto the garden, which offers a delightful view 

of Nunney Castle.  

The first floor comprises four spacious double bedrooms, all 

filled with natural light, and with feature fireplaces. There are 

two compact shower rooms, one of which includes a toilet.
