The Property:
Front door into: -

Entrance Hall
Window to front. Radiator. Stairs to first floor.

Door to cloakroom, with an obscure glazed window to front, fitted with a white suite,
comprising; close coupled WC, pedestal wash hand basin with chrome taps, and a
radiator.

Doors off to: -

Living Room
Window to front. Internal door to kitchen/ dining room. Sliding door to rear courtyard
style rear garden. Radiator. Attractive feature fireplace, fitted with an electric fire.

Kitchen/ Dining Room
Window to front. Internal door to living room. Sliding door to rear courtyard style

garden. Radiator. The kitchen is principally fitted to three sides, with a range of
matching wall and base units. U shaped run of work surface, with inset one and a half
bowl composite sink and drainer, with chrome mixer tap, with cupboards beneath,
including space and plumbing for washing machine. Inset four ring gas hob, with built
in oven beneath and extraction over.

Space for free standing fridge freezer. Wall mounted Glowworm gas fired boiler, for
central heating and hot water.

Returning to entrance hall -
Stairs to first floor.

First Floor Landing
Hatch to roof space, which is part boarded and insulated. Radiator. Door to airing

cupboard with hot water cylinder.

Bedroom One (Good Sized Double)
Dual aspect, windows to front and side. Radiator. Door to: -

En-Suite Shower Room
White suite comprising; close coupled WC, pedestal wash hand basin, with chrome taps.
Shower cubicle with glazed door. Radiator.

Bedroom Two (Good Sized Double)
Window to front. Radiator.

Bedroom Three / Study
Window to rear. Radiator.

Bathroom
Obscure glazed window to front. White suite, comprising; close coupled WC. Pedestal

wash hand basin with chrome taps. Panel bath with mixer tap, shower attachment over
and a shower curtain. Radiator.

Outside
The property is approached through a pedestrian gate, providing access to an
attractive courtyard style front garden, and the properties front door.

Rear Garden
The courtyard style rear garden can be accessed either by the living room or the

kitchen/ dining room, or via a pedestrian timber gate to the rear, which gives access to
the garage.

The garden is enclosed and offers a lovely area for outside entertaining and al fresco
dining.

The seaside town of Seaton is located where the River Axe in East Devon meets the

The pedestrian town centre offers safe, traffic free shopping with a range of
shops, supermarkets and independent retailers. This area is designated an Area of
Outstanding Natural Beauty.
