ACCOMMODATION

The property has an impressive 30ft enfrance hall, with twin double storage coat cupboards and cloakroom wce. There is a spacious open plan fitted kitchen with integrated appliances complemented with granite
worktops, open fo the light and airy dining and living area with glass lantern roof, all enjoying the comfort of underfloor heating, as well as views over the well maintained landscaped rear garden, which can be
accessed via the substantial sliding patio doors.
