Externally, the stunning garden is a great size and mostly laid to lawn with a patio area and can be accessed
via both the living room and kitchen - perfect for entertaining in the summer months. The stunning pool house
is positioned to the back of the garden, featuring a heated indoor swimming pool, lounge area, and a shower
room with a W.C. and wash hand basin. To the front of the property, there is an electric gate leading to the

driveway which offers off road parking for four cars.
