On the ground floor, a welcoming entrance hall leads through to multiple
reception spaces, including a large principal reception room with excellent natural
light and a further reception room ideal as a snug, dining room or home office. A
well-positioned kitchen sits at the centre of the home with an adjoining pantry,
creating a practical hub for everyday living. A separate WC and additional hallway
spaces enhance functionality and circulation throughout the property.

Upstairs, a substantial loft room provides valuable additional space, ideal for
hobbies, storage or potential further accommodation (subject to any necessary
consents). A separate upper level incorporates a garage and additional room,
offering further flexibility for workshop use, storage or conversion potential.
