The living room is alarge dual aspect room and runs
the width of the house. The living room is light and airy with alarge bay window at the
side and a front aspect window. The living room benefits from un-interupted views of
the Mendip hills. The hallway provides access to the first floor and there is a handy
cupboard and cloakroom which is fitted with a WC and a pedestal sink. The kitchen is a
large front and side aspect room with patio doors opening into the garden and side and
front aspect windows. There is ample space forsitting areas and a dining room table. The
kitchen is fitted with a selection of wall and base units with a mixture of integrated and
space for white appliances.

The detached garage is accessed by an up and over door and is a perfect storage space
and has power and lighting. The south facing garden is fully enclosed with a stone,
feature wall sumounding and is mostly laid to grass with a patio pathway and extended
area by the back door making this the perfect space to sit and enjoy.

LOCATION
Situated af the foot of the Mendip Hills, Cheddaris an ideal base from which to enjoy

wonderful country walks. Road links are excellent, with easy access to the A38. Bristol is
only 30 minutes away and the M5 motorway approximately 20 minutes. Bristol
Interational Airport is 25 minutes away. Please note, the village is not under the flight
path therefore aircraft noise is not a consideration for residents. Local attractions include
Cheddar Gorge and caves, Wookey Hole Caves, Glastonbury Tor and the seaside at
Weston Super Mare.

The village itself has a wide range of shops to cater for everyday needs, bank, and a Post
Office as well as doctor and dentist surgeries. There is a three-tier school system where
children up to the age of nine attend the First School, then move on to Fairlands Middle
School and finally on to The Kings of Wessex Academy and all these schools are within
the village. The Kings Fitness and Leisure Centre adjoining the Kings of Wessex Academy
offers an extensive range of activities for all the family and has an indoor heated
swimming pool. There are also a number of village sports clubs and societies to cater for
everyone.
