The main living space flows seamlessly through a large
opening, into the spacious kitchen/dining room. The dining
area is the perfect space for entertaining, with a double
height glazed roof above, flooding the area with light. The
kitchen/dining area benefits from slate flooring with
underfloor heating and plenty of base units topped with
solid oak worktops - providing plenty of preparation space
and storage below. There is an integrated oven, induction
hob, dishwasher and washing machine. At the far end of
the kitchen is access to a useful utility area/pantry,
providing even more storage!

OUTSIDE

The front of the house is set back from Vicarage Street with
a pretty, walled garden. A cast iron gate opens into the
garden and leads up to the front door. A landscaped
garden is situated to the rear of the property and has
recently had the lawned area re-laid. There is a patio
seating area and a border of raised flower beds. A
charming stone wall encloses the back of the garden and
provides total privacy.
