A utility room provides space and
plumbing for a washing machine. Sliding doors from the dining area lead to a
conservatory with double doors opening onto the rear garden. Upstairs, there
are three bedrooms: a generous master with ensuite shower room, a double
second bedroom, and a single third bedroom or study. Bedrooms two and three
share a family bathroom with a three-piece suite, while bedrooms one and three
benefit from fitted wardrobes for additional storage.
