A
versatile ground floor room, currently a home
office, could be used as a double bedroom. From
the sitting room, leading up a short flight of stairs,
is a utility room, a shower room and a separate
toilet, servicing the bedrooms above.

Of the two larger bedrooms, both enjoying picture
windows overlooking the pretty, landscaped
gardens, one benefits from an ensuite shower
room. A second short flight of stairs rise up to two
more bedrooms both offering built in storage and
that unforgettable village view.

Outside, leading out from the double sliding doors
in the dining areaq, is the inviting, south-facing sun
terrace, and mature, well-stocked formal and
kitchen gardens which have been beautifully
landscaped. Stone steps lead up from the sun
terrace onto the elevated lawn where there are
multiple seating areas, creating a perfect sun trap
to sit and enjoy those spectacular views. Beyond
this, screened by natural willow fencing and well-
established shrubs, is a productive kitchen garden,
including a potting shed and greenhouse, perfect
for those with green fingers. There is also a wooden
gate with access to the lane. The front of the
property is enclosed by a small stone wall, creating
a large driveway with off-road parking for four
vehicles along with access to the single garage.
