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1. Information and scope of inspection

Neighbourhood and location The subjects are situated within Alva where surrounding properties are 

varied in age and nature of construction.  Local facilities and amenities 

are easily accessible within Alloa.

Weather Dry and overcast.
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Chimney stacks None.

Roofing including roof space The roof is pitched and clad with tiles.  Access to the roof void was 

gained by an access hatch within the hall and downstairs bedroom 

ceiling.  Insulation was noted between the joists which limited our 

inspection to head and shoulders only of the roof void area.  Contents 

within severely restricted our inspection. There are flat roof coverings 

over the property clad with felt or similar materials. 

Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where

appropriate.

Flat roofs were visually inspected from vantage points within the 

property and where safe and reasonable to do so from a 3m ladder 

externally.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered where there 

was safe and reasonable access, normally defined as being from a 3m 

ladder within the property.  If this is not possible, then physical access

to the roof space may be taken by other means if the Surveyor deems

it safe and reasonable to do so.

Rainwater fittings The rainwater goods system serving the subjects are of pvc type. 

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.

Main walls The main walls are of cavity construction with a timber frame inner skin 

and brick outer skin with rendered finishes. 

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.  

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or inspected.
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Windows, external doors and 

joinery

The windows are of upvc double glazed construction and the external 

doors are of pvc type.   

Internal and external doors were opened and closed where keys were

available.

Random windows were opened and closed where possible.

Doors and windows were not forced open.

External decorations Visually inspected.

Conservatories / porches Not applicable.

Communal areas Not applicable.

Garages and permanent

Not applicable.

Outside areas and boundaries There are private garden grounds to the front, side and rear of the 

property bounded by timber fences and block retaining walls.  Parking 

is provided on the driveway to the front of the property.  There is an 

electrical sub station located to the front of the property. 

Visually inspected.

Ceilings The ceilings are plastered with painted finishes. 

Visually inspected from floor level.

Internal walls The internal walls are plastered with painted, papered and tiled 

finishes. 

Visually inspected from floor level.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested for dampness 

where considered appropriate.
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Floors including sub floors The floors are of solid concrete and suspended timber construction 

with fitted floor coverings present.  No sub floor inspection was 

possible due to the absence of an access hatch. 

Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected.  No carpets or 

floor coverings were lifted.

Internal joinery and kitchen 

fittings

The internal joinery comprises timber doors, skirtings and door 

surrounds.  Kitchen units provide wall and floor mounted storage. 

Built-in cupboards were looked into but no stored items were moved.

Kitchen units were visually inspected excluding appliances.

Chimney breasts and fireplaces There is an electric fire located within the sitting room/bedroom and 

lounge. 

Visually inspected.  No testing of the flues or fittings was carried out.

Internal decorations Visually inspected.

Cellars Not applicable.

Electricity Mains supplies of electricity are connected.  The electricity fuse box is 

located within the utility cupboard. 

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without 

removing fittings.  No tests whatsoever were carried out to the 

system or appliances.  Visual inspection does not assess any services 

to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 

standards.  If any services are turned off, the surveyor will state that 

in the report and will not turn them on.
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Gas Mains supplies of gas are connected. 

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without 

removing fittings.  No tests whatsoever were carried out to the 

system or appliances.  Visual inspection does not assess any services 

to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 

standards.  If any services are turned off, the surveyor will state that 

in the report and will not turn them on.

Water, plumbing, bathroom 

fittings

Mains supplies of water are connected.  Plumbing where visible is of 

copper and pvc construction.  There is a four piece bathroom suite and 

also a three piece bathroom suite pertaining to the subjects.  There is 

also a three piece ensuite shower room at ground floor level.  No view 

was gained below the sanitary fittings. 

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without 

removing fittings.  No tests whatsoever were carried out to the 

system or appliances.  Visual inspection does not assess any services 

to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 

standards.  If any services are turned off, the surveyor will state that 

in the report and will not turn them on.

It should be appreciated that concealed areas beneath and around 

baths and shower trays could not be inspected. Water spillage in 

these areas can result in dampness/decay and no comment can be 

made on inaccessible areas. Waterproof seals in sanitary areas should

be checked and maintained on a regular basis.

Heating and hot water Heating and hot water is provided by way of a Worcester 2000 gas 

boiler located within the hall cupboard.  There is an insulated hot water 

tank located within the hall cupboard.  We understand there is a 15 

year warranty for this and the boiler was installed circa 2 years ago. 

Any associated paperwork should be made available. 

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected apart from 

communal systems, which were not inspected.  No tests whatsoever 

were carried out to the system or appliances.

Drainage All foul and surface water drainage is assumed to be connected to the 

main public sewer. 

Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Fire, smoke and burglar alarms Visually inspected.  

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or appliances.

New smoke alarm standards were introduced in Scotland in February

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All intellectual property rights whatsoever (including copyright) in and to the Report, excluding the headings and rubrics, are the
