1 Room-in-roof insulation
Insulating roof rooms will significantly reduce heat loss; this will improve levels of comfort, reduce energy use
and lower fuel bills. If it has a flat ceiling insulation can usually be added above the ceiling, and sloping ceilings
and walls of roof rooms can be insulated using an internal lining board. Roof voids must have adequate
ventilation to prevent dampness; seek advice about this if unsure. Further information about roof room insulation
and details of local contractors can be obtained from the National Insulation Association
(www.nationalinsulationassociation.org.uk). Building regulations generally apply to this work so it is best to check
this with your local authority building standards department.

2 Internal or external wall insulation

4 Solar water heating
A solar water heating panel, usually fixed to the roof, uses the sun to pre-heat the hot water supply. This can
significantly reduce the demand on the heating system to provide hot water and hence save fuel and money.

Any
references to left or right are taken facing the front of the property.

The Inspection is carried out with the Seller's permission, without causing damage to the building or
contents. Furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved.

Unless identified in the report the Surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous materials have been
used in the construction. The presence or possible consequences of any site contamination will not be
researched.

The Surveyor will not carry out an asbestos inspection, and will not be acting as an asbestos inspector in
completing a Single Survey of properties that may fall within the Control of Asbestos in the Workplace
Regulations. In the case of flats it will be assumed that there is a duty holder, as defined in the
Regulations and that a Register of Asbestos and effective Management Plan is in place, which does not
require any expenditure, or pose a significant risk to health. No enquiry of the duty holder will be made.
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2.3 THE REPORT

The Report will be prepared by the Surveyor who carried out the property inspection and will describe
various aspects of the property as defined by the headings of the Single Survey report with the comments
being general and unbiased. The report on the location, style and condition of the property, will be concise
and will be restricted to matters that could have a material effect upon value and will omit items that, in the
Surveyor's opinion, are not significant. If certain minor matters are mentioned, it should not be interpreted
that the property is free of any other minor defects.

Throughout the Report, the following repair categories will be used to give an overall opinion of the state
of repair and condition of the property.

1 Category 3: Urgent repairs or replacement are needed now. Failure to deal with them may cause
problems to other parts of the property or cause a safety hazard.

It also
contains the Surveyor's opinion both of the market value of the property and of the re-instatement cost, as
defined below.

Age A previous Report by DM Hall Surveyors dates the property from
circa 1750.

Weather Dry and sunny following a recent period of mixed weather
conditions.

Chimney stacks Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Brick/stone construction with a render finish. Adjacent flashings are
formed in lead.

Roofing including roof space Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of
binoculars where appropriate.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered where
there was safe and reasonable access, normally defined as
being from a 3m ladder within the property.

If this is not possible, then physical access to the roof space
may be taken by other means if the Surveyor deems it safe
and reasonable to do so.

I was able to partially inspect the roof space and gained access
from a hatch within the first floor landing.

The roof is built with timber trusses and boarded over with timber
sarking.

Insulation material is laid between and over the ceiling joists.

Rainwater fittings Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Rainwater units are of PVC material consisting of ogee and half
round gutters discharging into box and round downpipes.

Main walls Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or
inspected.

The outer walls are of solid stone and modern cavity construction
having a render finish.

A damp proof course is not visible and it is unclear whether a
building of this age would have a damp proof membrane
incorporated within the external walls.

Windows, external doors and joinery Internal and external doors were opened and closed where
keys were available.

Random windows were opened and closed where possible.

Doors and windows were not forced open.

The window units are of uPVC double glazed and timber double
glazed type.

The external doors are of uPVC double glazed design.

There are timber fascia boards.

External decorations Visually inspected.

The external decoration has a painted finish.

Conservatories / porches Visually inspected.

There is a conservatory built to the rear of the house, this having
UPVC double glazed windows, masonry walls and a PVC roof
covering.
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Communal areas None.

Garages and permanent outbuildings None.

Outside areas and boundaries Visually inspected.

There are garden grounds to the front and rear of the property,
these being laid out in grass, concrete paving, stone chips and
timber decking.

Boundary divisions are marked by masonry walls and timber
fencing.

There is a tarmac parking area to the front of the property.

Ceilings Visually inspected from floor level.

Ceilings are of plasterboard material.

Internal walls Visually inspected from floor level.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested for
dampness where considered appropriate.

Internal walls are partly of masonry construction finished in
plaster/plasterboard and partly of timber stud construction also
finished in plasterboard.

There are PVC and tiled wall finishes.

Floors including sub floors Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No
carpets or floor coverings were lifted.

Sub-floor areas were inspected only to the extent visible from
a readily accessible and unfixed hatch by way of an inverted
"head and shoulders" inspection at the access point.

Electricity Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without
removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the
system or appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any
services to make sure they work properly and efficiently and
meet modern standards. If any services are turned off, the
surveyor will state that in the report and will not turn them on.

Mains supply.

The electrical consumer unit is located within the lounge.

Gas Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected
without removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried
out to the system or appliances. Visual inspection does not
assess any services to make sure they work properly and
efficiently and meet modern standards. If any services are
turned off, the surveyor will state that in the report and will
not turn them on.

Mains supply.

The gas meter is located in an external meter box.

Water, plumbing, bathroom fittings Visual inspection of the accessible pipework, water tanks,
cylinders and fittings without removing any insulation.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

Mains water supply.

Visible sections of pipework are of copper and PVC materials.

Sanitary fittings in the bathroom comprise a white suite with low
level WC, wash hand basin and bath.

The en-suite shower room contains white low level WC, wash hand
basin and shower cabinet.

There is a stainless steel sink unit in the kitchen.
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Heating and hot water Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected apart
from communal systems, which were not inspected.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

There is a 'Vokera' wall mounted gas heating boiler situated within
the lounge.

This serves water filled steel panelled radiators throughout the
house and also provides domestic hot water.

Drainage Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

I am advised by the seller that drainage is to a shared septic tank
outwith the boundaries of the property and this should be
confirmed.

Fire, smoke and burglar alarms Visually inspected.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

There are smoke alarms on both floors of the property.

Legislation by the Scottish Government, which took effect from
February 2022, requires all residential properties to have a system
of inter-linked smoke alarms and heat detectors. Carbon monoxide
detectors are also required where appropriate. Purchasers should
appraise themselves of the requirements of this legislation, and
engage with appropriately accredited contractors to ensure
compliance.

Any additional limits to inspection Parts of the property, which are covered, unexposed or
inaccessible, cannot be guaranteed to be free from defect.

I have not carried out an inspection for Japanese Knotweed and
unless otherwise stated, for the purposes of the valuation I have
assumed that there is no Japanese Knotweed or other invasive
plants within the boundaries of the property or in neighbouring
properties.

The report does not include an asbestos inspection. However
asbestos was widely used in the building industry until around
2000, when it became a banned substance. If the possibility of
asbestos based products has been reported within the limitations
of the inspection and you have concerns you should engage a
qualified asbestos surveyor.

Random testing for dampness was undertaken internally with the
use of a moisture meter where accessible and considered
appropriate.

The property was occupied, fully furnished and all floors were
covered. Floor coverings restricted my inspection of flooring. I was
unable to inspect the sub floor area as there was no suitable
access hatch.

Personal effects in cupboards and fitted wardrobes were not moved
and restricted my inspection.
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Any additional limits to inspection My physical inspection of the roof void area was restricted due to
insulation material, stored items and lack of suitable crawl boards.
As a result the roof void area was only viewed from the access
hatch.

Concealed areas beneath and around bath/shower trays were not
visible. Water spillage in these areas can often be discovered
unexpectedly with resultant damage to concealed parts of the
fabric.

The inspection is not a fire or life safety risk assessment and
should not be relied on as a risk assessment inspection. Further
advice should be sought if a specific risk assessment of the
property and building that it forms part of is required.

Where repairs are required at height compliance with Health and
Safety legislation often requires the use of scaffolding which can
significantly impact on the cost of repair. Pricing repairs is out with
the remit of this report but it would be prudent to consider costs
and budgeting before offering. The various trades can advise
further.

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4. Valuation and conveyancer issues

An anchor for the mast supporting overhead electrical power lines is located within the rear garden grounds.
Rights of access should be confirmed.

There appears to be a right of access over a neighbouring property's rear garden and this should be confirmed.

When inspected the property was occupied, furnished and floors were covered. The sub floor area was not
inspected.

Generally, the subjects were found to be in fair condition having regard to age and style of construction. No
obvious significant defects which would affect value or security were in evidence.

The property has been affected by previous movement but within the limitations of the inspection there was no
evidence to suggest that this is ongoing.

A conservatory has been added to the rear of the property and an en-suite shower room created within the first
floor accommodation.
